Receiving Alert Message

When the radioreceives an alertmessage, it willdisplay
the Effective Time (with auto-count-down function) and
respond according tothe alert optionset in programmenu
page P4 ( refer to Alert Option Table).The flashing LED
indicates the alertlevel. The radio'sreal time clock/ date,
together with thealert message willbe logged andsaved
into the eventmemory.

For the scrollingmessage, press andhold STOP key will
stop scrolling. Releasethe key willresume scrolling.

When the radioreceives Non-Alert Messages (refer to
page 6), itwill not giveaudio and visualresponse but
save the messageto the eventmemory.

Periodic test signals (Required Weekly Test or Required

If the radiohas not received any messages (e.g. Test,
